An
American by birth, Pat was raised in
Venezuela, Holland, Norway, and
England.

Through these early ex-
p e r i e n c e s , he gained an appreciation
for taking different paths to arrive at
the same destination. Indeed, Pat
took a convoluted path to folk music,
winding his way through rock, heavy
metal, and jazz.

G reg Greenway is expert instru m e n-
t a l i s t , a soulful and moving s i n g e r, a
powerful poet, and sparkling enter-
t a i n e r. Originally from Richmond, VA,
he moved to Boston for its rich music
tradition and has become one of its
superlative emissaries. Musically, he
draws inspiration from all over the
map--gospel, rock, blues, jazz, and
world music. But his center is in the
singer/songwriter tradition that traces
its roots all the way back to the social
awareness of Woody Guthrie. It all

In many Christian countries, hot cro s s
buns are traditionally eaten on Good
Friday, with the cross standing as a
symbol of the Crucifixion.

2 teaspoons active dry yeast
1/2 cup warm milk 
1 tablespoon softened butter
1 egg
4 teaspoons sugar
1/4 teaspoon salt
1-1/2 cups flour
2 tablespoons raisins
2 tablespoons dried currants

1/4 teaspoon ground cinnamon
1 egg yolk
1 tablespoon water

ICING:
1/4 cup confectioners' sugar
1/8 teaspoon vanilla extract
3/4 teaspoon milk

In a small mixing bowl, dissolve yeast
in milk. Stir in butter, egg, sugar and
salt. Combine 3/4 cup flour, raisins,
currants, and cinnamon. Add to yeast
mixture, mix well. Stir in enough
remaining flour to form a soft dough.
Turn onto a floured surface; knead
until smooth and elastic, about 5 min-
utes. Place in a greased bowl, turning
once to grease top. Cover, let rise in a
warm place until doubled, about 1 hour.

Punch dough down; shape into six
balls. Place 2” apart on a baking sheet
coated with nonstick cooking spray.
Using a sharp knife, cut a cross on top
of each bun. Cover and let rise until
doubled, about 30 minutes.

Beat egg yolk and water; brush
over buns. Bake at 375 degrees for 13-
15 minutes or until golden brown.
Cool on wire racks. Combine icing
ingredients; pipe over buns to form
crosses.
