The 22nd annual Tumbleweed Music
Festival will be held in Howard A m o n
Park in Richland, on August 31,
September 1 & 2. The festival is pro-
duced and sponsored by Three Rivers
Folklife Society and also sponsored
by the City of Richland with addi-
tional support from local and region-
al sponsors such as The Entertainer,
Battelle, Northwest Public Radio,
Northwest Public Television, Print
Plus, The Tri-City Herald, and Blue
Dog RVs.

A free concert on Friday night, on
the North Stage beginning at 6:30 PM,
will feature local youth bands and
talented single performers with an
eclectic mix of acoustic folk, indie
rock, and possibly even country gen-
res represented. This free concert is a
great way to kick off Tumbleweed
which appeals to all ages and is free
to the public from 11:00 AM-7:00 PM

on Saturday and Sunday.
Tumbleweed is a family-oriented

festival. It is the only one of its kind
in the Tri-Cities and has become one
of the most popular acoustic music
festivals in the Northwest. There will
be an eclectic mix of about 120 local,
regional and national acts on six out-
door and indoor  stages, representing
a multitude of musical genres: inter-
national, traditional and contempo-
rary folk, Celtic, nautical, old-time,
bluegrass, blues, jazz and swing, and
even some folk rock music. The River
Stage will feature blocks of music and
storytelling geared for children and
families as well as hands-on art activ-
ities. There will also be an open mic
stage, run by Tri-Tech students,

where folks who are brave enough
can showcase their talents. 

Festival performers will conduct
free music and dance workshops and
there will also be an indoor dance
stage inside the air-conditioned
Richland Community Center. In addi-
tion to music and dance performanc-
es, workshops galore, and jam ses-
sions, there are plenty of arts and crafts
booths and an assortment of festival
foods available. There is something
for everyone at Tumbleweed!

Each year at Tumbleweed there is a
juried songwriting contest. Ten final-
ists perform their original songs at
the festival with the winner perform-
ing at the Saturday evening concert.
This year, the theme for the contest is
“Roots.” There will also be a free con-
cert on Sunday evening in which
more than a dozen performers will
sing songs with this theme as we cel-
ebrate 22 years of making music
together. Another popular event at
the festival is The Dave Oestreich
Memorial Band Scramble on Sunday
afternoon in which ad hoc bands are
drawn from a hat, and will perform
two songs or tunes after one hour of
practice together.

Saturday night’s concert will begin
at 7:00 PM on the North Stage. This is
a paid event, with tickets on sale at
the festival’s Information Booth. The
$10/$8 seniors and student admission
cost is a bargain for three wonderful
acts: Nashville musicians Mare
Wakefield and Nomad, the Seattle
nautical/Celtic band Sea Star, and
singer/songwriter/dulcimer player
Heidi Muller and her musical partner
Bob Webb. Dan Maher, the host of

Carolyn Cruso is an acclaimed multi-
instrumentalist and composer. She
has toured widely in both the United
States and Europe, as well as produc-
ing eight CDs. She is equally at home
on hammered dulcimer, flute, guitar
and vocals and performs a diverse
array of original tunes and songs as
well as traditional material. Her
instrumental compositions are mainly
for the hammered dulcimer and are
inspired by her strong connection to
nature as well as her extensive travel
and the cultures she’s encountered
along the way. Her unusual and lyri-
cal approach to the dulcimer especial -
ly delights audiences and has even
won over curmudgeons who swore
they hated hammered dulcimer!

Most of her traditional material has
been gleaned from her two and a half
year sojourn in Europe with late part-
ner Robert Almblade, whom she per-
formed and wrote with for over a
decade. The material is largely Celtic
and her involvement with that genre
colors her original work.

As a relative newcomer to the per-
forming songwriting genre, Cruso
has been surprising fans around the
country with the fact that she is a
poetic lyricist, a powerfully expres-
sive singer and a strong guitar player.
Her lyrics explore love, loss and
redemption and convey a compelling
sense of longing. She regularly uses
open tunings which allow her to find
rich voicings to the chords she uses.

C a rolyn’s celebrated CD, “Migrations
–  AR e t rospective (1989-1995),” draws
from four early albums she made
with her late partner. Migrations was
chosen Best Instrumental CD of 2013
by the Indie Acoustic Project.
