Autoharp Treasure - Bryan Bowers

Saturday, 17 March, 7:30 pm

For over five decades, Bryan Bowers
has been to the autoharp what Earl
Scruggs was to the five-string banjo.
He presents instrumental virtuosity
combined with warmth, eloquence,
expression and professionalism.
Bowers’ creativity and talent have
won him inductions into Frets maga-
zine’s First Gallery of the Greats, as
well as being the first living member
inducted into the Autoharp Hall of
Fame after Maybelle Carter, Kilby
Snow, and Sara Carter. Master of the
Autoharp, singer/songwriter, and
riveting storyteller,

Along with being in the Hall of
Fame, Frets magazine named him
autoharp player of the year 5 times in
a row, until they wouldn’t let him
compete anymore, and he became a
member of their gallery of greats.
Alongside legends, Chet Atkins,
Mark O’Connor, David Grislam and
others, Bowers was shocked that he
had made it to such a pinnacle of
great stringed artists. During conver-
sation, Bowers stated that it was com-

edy to him, as he didn’t feel justified
to be in the same category. “l am a
bulldog with a bone, who takes fiddle
tunes and plays them until people
run out of the room screaming,
‘Please don’t play that again.’”

A shy young man before he entered
the music world, Bryan credits it with
teaching him how to be sociable. When
asked what drove him to play the
autoharp, with blue eyes sparkling,
Bowers spoke of seeing Jimi Hendrix
twice within the same seven day
period. But that wasn’t the icing on
the cake. Bowers was enjoying the
best musical week of his life, as he
also got to see Mississippi John Hurt
three times, and that is when Bowers
became obsessed with open finger
picking.

He then attended a jug band party
in Richmond, VA, where he saw a
med student playing Shady Grove on
the autoharp. That student handed
the instrument over to Bryan and
instructed him to place his hand on
the bar, close his eyes, and strum with
the other hand. The very next day,
Bowers went out and purchased his

own autoharp with no idea that this
would bring him out of his shell. The
instrument became his compulsion,
sometimes playing 20 hours a day.
Bowers began to play in coffee hous-
es, and before long he was initiating
conversations, something he had
never been able to do. Bryan says,
“Music got me over that. | would
dream music at night, literally strum-
ming my female partner’s back, dur-
ing the night.”

Bowers, who describes himself as a
voracious reader with few math skills,
picked up the “bug” at the age of 28,
though he had been encouraged by
his aunt lola to play the guitar for
some time. At a traditional folk festi-
val in Chicago years ago, Mike Seeger
guestioned him on who had taught
him to play. But Bowers was wholly
self-taught, and after three major
newspaper reviews, he began to feel
that he was on his way, and he had
“made it” in the Mid-West.

Living in Washington, Bowers
might be considered to have been

John Dawson and Friends at Coffeehouse

John Dawson grew up in Richland,
playing guitar and writing songs
starting when he was 14. He eventu-
ally moved to Seattle, where he joined
the group The CombOvers. Their first
CD was featured on Sirius Radio with
the song “Trailer Queen” being rated
Top Song in 2012.

After touring the Pacific Northwest
for a number of years John returned

to the Tri-Cities and put together the
band Double Tap. Later he formed
the group Leaves of Grass with Karina
Monce of Troupe du Soleil and Alex
Koch. The group performed at the
Tumbleweed Music Festival in 2013.
John also performs solo at local open
mic sessions, Emerald of Siam, and
American Legion Music Showcases
hosted by Pamela Thomas Martin. At
John’s 3FRS Coffeehouse performance
he will be joined by band mate Alex

Koch and also his dad, Jack, who plays
harmonica with Early Bird and the
Worm.

The evening will start with an open
mic. Come early to sign up as slots
are limited, the Coffeehouse is held at
All Saints’ Episcopal Church, 1312
Kimball Ave., Richland (Drive around
to the lower parking lot in the back).

saved by his music interest. Having
struggled his entire life with his pur-
pose in the world, the first song that
he played brought a reverence to his
life. He even refers to music as a holy
thing. “People who do music on a
high level, are some of the most holy
persons in the world. Music is high
on the list of things that complete me.”
Bowvers likes, folk, bluegrass, and he
even says he enjoys opera. Well trav-
eled now for 50 years, Bowers esti-
mates that he has traveled on average
270 days a year away from home.

Born in Yorktown, Virginia, Bryan
Bowers was raised in New Bohemia
near Petersburg of the Civil War’s
Battle Of The Crater fame. As a child,
Bowers would tag along with the
field workers and gandy dancers and
learned to sing old call-and-answer
songs. In the late ‘60s, Bowers discov-
ered music when he took up the gui-
tar. "The roots of the music had gone
real deep in me. Music was real ful-
filling, unlike anything | had ever
done before. “It wasn’t long before
Bowers encountered the autoharp.
From his rather unglamorous begin-
ning as a street singer, Bryan Bowers
has become a major artist on the tra-
ditional music circuit. He has rede-
fined the autoharp and is also well
known as a singer/songwriter. Bryan
has a dynamic outgoing personality
and an uncanny ability to enchant a
crowd in practically any situation.
His towering six foot four inch frame
can be wild and zany on stage while
playing a song like ‘Dixie’ and five
minutes later he can have the same
audience singing ‘Will The Circle Be
Unbroken’ in quiet reverence and
delight.

In 2006 Bryan released the landmark
recording, Bristlecone Pine. Crabby
Old Man was released in 2011. Live at
Winterfolk 2015 is his most recent
recording. This is Bryan'’s first live
album and features 12 selections that
he loves. This CD was recorded at
Portland’s premier folk event and
28th annual fundraiser for Sister of
the Road. These recordings give the

listener a wonderful musical experi-
ence from the man who re-defined
the autoharp.
